As we've seen in many
other examples threughout
the course of history, due 10
their acts of viclence, some
militapts allied to weak politi
cal powers cam become quite
infleential in the future of &
couniry in 4 manner that is
dispropartionate to their ac
tual palitical power,

The methods they employ
are always the same: Those
who have wery different goals
than the demonstrators sasily
Blend into the crowds by mak-

the crowds can easily be
whipped up in a very short
time by provocateurs skilled in
leading mass movemens

Such tensions drag the
state inta a predicament; the
Yemend sate b forced fo
chocse between demesracy or
& show of force in order Lo &S~
sert itx authority. If they do
not allow profests, the govern
ment i intensely criticized on
the grounds that there is no
demadracy in the couniry and
that the rights of Yemen's
Houthis are being viclated.

Im the meantime events
grow and spread and just like
what happened in Yemen, the
problem ceates having any
thing to do with claiming a
right and becomes & general
security problem

The government, wanting
to put an end fo the crisis in
the couniry, resorts io miliary
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Demonstrations and conflicts are going on in the streets of Yemen. What Yemen needs are peaceful
resolutions to the disagreements, disputes and conflicts of interest more than ever. For the problems
not to get any worse, it is very important to prevent social polarization and the invelvement of society in
these conflicts. At the moment, this should be the highest priority; 1t is far more important and urgent
than the decrease in the oil prices or negotiating power sharing arrangements.

Mass demonstrations carry the risk of easily turning into armed conflicts by way of provocateurs
blending into the crowds. The people of Yemen should never forget how the polarization in Tahrir and
Adawiva Squares of Egypt dragged Egypt into a process of conflict and total destruction.

Mass demonstrations are defined as a legitimate right within the laws in all democracies. Thusly both in
Turkey and in Western countries, people have the right to hold meetings and demonstration marches
for certain causes without seeking prior permission as long as said protests are kept peaceful and not
turn into occasions for armed conflict with the authorities. That being said, it is important to be wary of
some basic peints such as not violating the rights of others and not disrupting public security.

However if these stipulations are not observed and if these protests turn into cccupations of certain

Yemen, sokaklarinda gdésteriler ve catismalar devam ediyor. Yemen anlasmazliklarin,
uyusmazliklarin ve menfaat catismalarinin barisgil yéntemlerle ¢g6zimlenmesine bugin
her zamankinden daha cok ihtiyac duyuyor. Sorunlarin daha cok blUylumemesi igin
toplumun kamplasarak catismalara muidahil olmamasi énemli. Bu, su an Yemen’'de
benzin fiyatlarinin dislridlmesinden ya da iktidarin nasil paylasilacagi konusunda
yapilan tartismalardan ¢cok daha dncelikli .

Kitlesel gosteriler, kalabaliga karisan kiskirticilar sayesinde kolaylkla biylk silahli
catismalara doénusme riskine sahiptir. Yemen halki, Misir'da Tahrir ve Adeviye
Meydanlarindaki kamplasmanin Misirt nasil bir catisma slirecine ve felakete
strikledigini hicbir zaman unutmamali.

Tum demokrasilerde kitlesel gosteri hakki kanunlar gergevesinde mesru bir hak olarak
tanimlanmistir. Nitekim Tlrkiye’'de ve Bati Ulkelerinde insanlar, demokrasinin geregi
olarak o6nceden izin almaksizin, silahsiz ve saldirlya dénismemek sartiyla, belirli
amaclarla toplanti ve goésteri ylurtylst dizenleme hakkina sahiptir. Bununla birlikte
toplanti ve gosterilerde, baskalarinin haklarinin ihlal edilmemesi ve glvenligin
bozulmamasi gibi temel hususlara dikkat etmek gerekmektedir.

Ancak bunlara uyulmayip protesto bolge isgaline donislince ve isgal sliresi olagan
protestolari asinca eylemin igine kontrol edilemeyen unsurlarin girmesi
kolaylasmaktadir.



Provokatorlere karsi dikkatli olunmah

Tarihte bircok 6rnedi oldugu Uzere siyasi olarak oldukca zayif giglere bagli militanlar
gerceklestirdikleri dehset eylemleri sayesinde siyasi glicleri ile kiyas edilemeyecek bir
sekilde Ulkenin gelecedine etki edebilmekteler.

Yontemler ise hep ayni: Gayesi gostericilerinkinden c¢ok farkl olanlar kargasayi
kullanarak rahatlikla kalabalida karisabilmektedir. Bu kisiler ya kalabaliklari gtvenlik
glglerine karsi planli olarak kiskirtmakta ya da silahli gatismalara girip gizlenmek igin
masum halki kullanabilmektedirler. Istanbul Gezi Parki'nda ya da Misir'da Adeviye
Meydan’inda oldugu gibi kitlesel hareketleri yodnlendirmede usta provokatorler
tarafindan ortam ¢ok kisa slirede terdrize edilebilmektedir.

Ortamin gerilmesi devleti adeta bir ikilem icine dlistrmekte; Yemen devleti, demokrasi
veya otorite saglama arasinda bir tercihe zorlanmaktadir. Protestolara izin verilmezse,
“llkede demokrasi olmadigi ve Husilerin haklarinin ihlal edildigi” gibi suclamalarla
hiikimete yogun bir elestiri yapilmaktadir.

Olaylar iyice blylylp yayginlasmakta ve Yemen’de oldugu gibi sorun hak aramaktan
cikip Ulke icin genel bir glvenlik sorununa déntsmektedir.

Ulkede olusan krizi bir an énce sonlandirmak isteyen hikimet askeri yéntemlere
basvurmaktadir. Clnkl protestolar simdi oldugu gibi giderek vyayginlasarak
kalicllasmakta, ulkedeki huzur ve istikrari bozmaktadir. Bu nedenle gesitli givenlik
sorunlari aciga cikmakta, Ulkede egitim ve ticaret yapillamaz hala gelmektedir.
Yemen'in baskenti Sana havalimani yakinlarindaki catismalardan dolayl, Sana'ya
yapilan uluslararasi uguslarin gecici olarak iptal edilmesi buna bir érnektir.

Peki, o zaman Yemen’deki gibi ofkeli kalabaliklarla karsilasan devletler ne yapmali,
nasil tedbirler almali?

Kargasada herkes zarar gorir

Oncelikle Husiler haklari icin miicadele ettikleri distincesini farkh bir acidan
degerlendirmelidirler. “Silahli catismadan baska yol yok” seklindeki dislincenin yanlis
oldugu anlasilirsa daha iyi, etkili ve kolay yollarin oldugunu da gérebilirler. Kendi hakki
icin ayaklanmak, bir Ulkeyi felg etmek, hele hele masum insanlarin élimine yol
acmak demokrasi degildir tam tersine baskalarinin haklarini ihlal etmektir.

Unutulmamahdir ki ancak sakin ve mutedil bir ortam, makul ve mantikli disinme igin
uygundur, aksinde buyuk zararlar olusabilir. Kargasanin igerisinde panik ve dehset
yayginlasir bircok insan makul disinemez hale gelir. Béyle bir ortamda ise hemen
cozllecek basit sorunlar bile kolaylikla tirmanabilir, hatta bir i¢ savasa bile donusebilir.

Yemen’de gerek Sidnnilerin gerekse Husilerin sikintilarinin son bulmasi icin yapilmasi
gereken Mduslimanlarin hemen tek bir cati altinda birlesmeleri, birlik ve kardes
olmalaridir. Yalniz Yemen’de degil, tim Muisliman aleminin en acil ihtiyaci su an budur.
Allah ayetinde so6yle bildiriyor;

"... Eger siz bunu yapmazsaniz (birbirinize yardim etmez ve dost
olmazsaniz) yeryiiziinde bir fitne ve biiyiik bir bozgunculuk (fesat)
olur." (Enfal Suresi, 73)

Yemen Hukumeti ve Sinni halk da Husileri dislamamali, tam aksine kucaklamali,
asagilamamali, onlara deger verdiklerini, saygi duyduklarini, kardes olarak sevdiklerini
hissettirmelidir. Yemen’de sorun Husileri yok sayarak degil, varlik hakki taniyarak,
sadece Slnnilere degil onlara da yasam alani saglanarak ¢ozilebilir.

Adil olmak, karsisindakinin can ve mal givenligine tecaviiz etmemek, ister Sinni
isterse Sii olsun her Mlslimanda olmasi gereken giizel ahlakin geregidir.

Husilerin ve devlet gdérevlilerinin arasinda bu gizel ahlaka sahip kisiler sorumluluk
aldiklarinda Yemen’deki protestolarin kitlesel bir cinnete dénlismesini engellemek de
mumkuin olacaktir.
