But it stands as permanent
reminder of the country we once were.™

The 2006 report on Abu Ghraib, with 1,325 photographs, 93 videos and 660 photos dooumenting sexual
abuse, provided us a wvery comprehensive wview. Howewer, the problem is this data only cower the period
between Oct. 18 and Dec. 30, 2003 — a period of two and a half months. The extent of the horrible torture
inflicked during the entire period, which lasted eight years, stll remains a secret.
