WADDLING PENGUINS 

This is Antarctica. 

It is the coolest region of the world where there is six months of winter.

And here is a cute penguin waddling on ice...

(CHARACTER): Hello children! People wear pullovers, socks, and gloves to protect themselves from the winter cold. 

But, as you see, we do not wear anything. 

Moreover, we do not have shoes to wear either. 

But, we can walk on ice without losing balance or feeling cold. 

These penguins are going to the place where a big group will come together. 

Their journey will take weeks. 

The distance they need to cover is more than 100 kilometers, or more than half of a mile.

Therefore, they advance by either walking or sliding on their bodies...

Miraculously, they all walk towards the same point.

As a result of this journey, thousands of penguins meet, amazingly, at a certain point. 

(CHARACTER): See you later…

Do you know that the number of the penguins in a group may at times be 400 thousand? These pretty creatures perceive that winter is coming and agree on a place to go. 


Why should so many penguins altogether do such a thing? 

For the answer, just continue watching the film. 

We’re in trouble… Ouch…

The place where the big meeting will take place is also where penguins will lay their eggs. 

This arduous journey is merely the beginning of the self-sacrifices undertaken and the difficulties encountered by penguins for their young. 

The most difficult part is after the mother penguin lays her egg. 

That is because shortly after the mother lays her egg, the tough polar winter begins.  

During the months of winter, the temperature can be as low as –50oC, or –58oF.

Cold winds, reaching speeds of 100 km per hour, hurl ice and snow. 

Mother penguins leave eggs to their males and return to the sea. 

Self-sacrificing fathers undertake the job of caring for the eggs.

To protect the egg from the ice cold, fathers put it on top of their feet. 

His feathers will protect the egg from the cold. This is quite a tough period. 

(CHARACTER): Children, note that the egg would freeze if it fell on the ice! 

Therefore, as you see, male penguins always move very carefully. 

Male penguins cannot feed since they cannot leave the egg. In the meantime, mothers are far away from them, searching for food for their young. 

(CHARACTER): Determination is everything. Yes, this time I’ll make it. 

Can you imagine yourselves guarding an egg at –50oC, for 4 months without eating any food? 

If you attempted to do it, you would die from hunger and cold. 

But, penguins make this self-sacrifice perseveringly. 

I think I’ve made it. Hello, how are you?

After the end of four tough months, spring comes again. 

Eggs have started to crack open and little penguins have come into existence. 

Since the layers of fat, to protect them from the cold, have not formed yet, they are still on top of their fathers’ feet. 

The first food of the young is the milk that the father has preserved in his crop. 

Although the father has been hungry for four months, he made a matchless self-sacrifice and did not eat the food in his crop, but saved it for his dearly loved young. 

Then, the mothers show up on the shore returning from the open sea. 

They have not wasted time during these four months, but constantly hunted for their young and stored food for them. 

Once the mother penguins arrive, the fathers, who have not eaten any food for four months, go to the sea to hunt.  

As soon as the father penguin feeds himself, he comes back and continues feeding his young, together with the mother.

Young penguins soon grow big enough to go walking along with their self-sacrificing fathers. 

Some people claim that an animal concerns itself merely with its own interests. 

This claim is also known as the theory of evolution. 

Founder of this theory is a man named DARWIN, who lived 150 years ago. 

Yet, defenders of this theory can, by no means, explain why a penguin resists hunger and cold for four months. 

Well then, who makes these creatures exhibit such self-sacrificing behaviors? 

There is one answer to this question:

God created penguins.  

God teaches them to undertake these matchless self-sacrifices for their young. 

He has informed us of His mastery over all creatures in the Qur’an, which explains the essence of everything, as follows: 

… There is no creature He does not hold by the forelock... (Surah Hud: 56)

DID YOU KNOW?

TERMITES

These little creatures, which look very much like ants, are termites. Termites build nests, the height of which reaches up to 7 meters, or about 23 feet. A nest has different sections, such as chambers for the young, mushroom gardens, a chamber for the queen, and so on. These nests even have special ventilation systems. 

Did you know that termites, who build such tall towers in a perfect order, are blind? 

Termites are sightless, but God created them with the talent to build gigantic skyscrapers. 

BEAVERS AND theır splendıd dams 

This small pond was a different place some time ago. In fact, there has not been a pond here until a recent time. There used to lay hard gravel on the bone-dry earth. However, a group of diligent workers worked hard, strove painstakingly, and formed this pond. 

(CHARACTER): Do you wonder who these diligent workers are? So let’s continue watching the film.

These industrious workers are pretty animals, called beavers. 

The story of beavers starts with the migration of a male and a female beaver to build a new home for themselves. 

The beaver couple builds their home on a river. But to do that, they have to block the water flow first. In order to do that, they apply the same method as human beings have applied for centuries; they construct dams. 

In order to construct the dam, they need to find trunks and branches. Beavers go to wooded areas near a river and set about working. First, they feed on the leaves of the trees they find. Yet their real occupation is cutting down these huge trees. And, they do this by gnawing the trunk skillfully. 

Interestingly, they gnaw the trees in such a way that all trees fall towards the water. 

The tree falling is the first step of the construction. Then, beavers detach the branches, one by one, from the trees; they arrange them in front of the biggest log that fell, and thus start to construct a barrier before the stream. 

(CHARACTER): Have you noticed that beavers do not use any tools, other than their hands and mouths, while carrying out all these tasks? Isn’t that great? 

This work continues perseveringly. Two beavers cut down approximately 400 trees in a year. 

Beavers use their front teeth to gnaw tree trunks or branches. 

(CHARACTER): These front teeth that beavers continuously use wear down in time and sometimes break. How does a beaver gnaw trees then? … This is great…

Jaws of beavers are created to be appropriate for gnawing. Their incisors keep growing throughout their lives just like our nails do. 

Almighty God, Who created beavers, created their teeth so as to be the most suitable for the task they will perform. 

A beaver’s body is convenient for swimming. Beavers’ feet are webbed, thanks to which they can easily push the water. Their tails are like huge flippers so they can move in the water easily. 

Beavers carry out the construction perseveringly. Skillfully arranging huge logs and tree branches, they expand the barrier every day. 

As the barrier gets larger, the water level collected before it rises.  As a result of a several months’ work, huge dam pond forms. 

But, as the pond enlarges, beavers must strengthen and repair the dam. Once again, they display perseverance in fulfilling this hard task. 

The view that comes out after several months is, in a word, splendid. Beavers have constructed a real dam, similar to those of human beings. 

(CHARACTER): People need to be trained and need to study at relevant universities in order to construct a dam. But, beavers know how to build a dam at birth. Who taught them this knowledge then? 

It is Almighty God, the Creator of all beings, Who gave beavers the skills they possess. 

The purpose of building this huge dam is to form a pond with still water where beavers can build their home. 

While constructing the dam, they also build their home at the banks of the pond, close to the shore. 

(CHARACTER): Look, it looks like a pile of wood. But be careful; it is in fact a perfectly designed shelter. Now, let’s see how the inside is designed. 

The only entrance to the lodge is underwater. A secret tunnel should be passed through for going in. The tunnel leads to an inside chamber, which is above the water level. The beaver family lives in this dry and secure chamber. Sometimes, they build duplex houses, in which there are the entrance and the living room on the first floor, and the dining room and the bedroom on the second floor. 

The houses that beavers build have two underwater entrances and a ventilation channel on the top. Thanks to this marvelous lodge, besides being secure from dangers, beavers also live in comfort. 

Baby beavers are born in these lodges. Shortly after they are born, they start going out with their parents and knowing about the external world. See how comfortable he is while traveling on his mother’s back? Apparently, he got tired of swimming! 

(CHARACTER): It cannot be said that beavers are very intelligent beings. So how is it that these small and pretty animals design such wonderful lodges and dams? 

What you have seen in this film is far beyond the intelligence and knowledge of beavers. 

Defenders of the theory of evolution claim that such animal behaviors demanding knowledge are prompted by instinct. But, they cannot explain how this instinct came into existence. 

Certainly, all living beings are created by God, and it is Almighty God Who makes them behave the way they do. God inspires beavers to construct wonderful dams and lodges. 

God’s mastery over living beings is related in the Qur’an as follows: 

Everyone in the heavens and Earth belongs to Him. All are submissive to Him. (Surat ar-Rum: 26)
