[bookmark: _GoBack]- Yes, thank you for following up. I would like to actually address that. I think that the Darwinian theory when it's extrapolated to an extreme, it actually dehumanizes us. It takes away the fundamental basis for human dignity and human value and it actually takes away any foundation for animal welfare and treating creation well too. If it leaves us with just the idea that the strongest will survive and that we're all just products of naturalistic process in sort of chance events, then it destroys objective moral value, it destroys the foundation of human dignity that's imparted only if we understand ourselves to be created in the image of God. It strips us of the mandate to be stewards of creation and to care for the world around us and to care for the animals that inhabit the world as well. So I think it's actually very dangerous for society if the Darwinian theory of human origins and the account of life on earth is true. So I am deeply disturbed and I actually pray frequently that the Christian message or the theistic message, the idea that we are creatures of an omnipotent Creator permeates our culture more rapidly than the message that we are just accidents with an existential future. That is very dark and destructive.
